Sip on This 
Green tea is good for your skin and helps 
fight cancer — now researchers say it's even 
an effective belly buster. A recent study in 
the Journal of Nutrition found that exercisers 
who drank the equivalent of about 4 cups of 
green tea a day for 12 weeks lost over 8 
times more ab fat than those who drank an 
ordinary caffeinated beverage — nearly 8 
percent versus less than 1 percent. 
Researchers speculate that catechins 
(phytonutrients in green tea) may help speed 
the breakdown of fat. 

 

The Double Pane Dilemma 

Tom and Jay Baxter have a number of leaking double pane 
windows in their coach.  This is a problem shared with many 

coaches that have insulated windows.  As our coaches flex, bend 

and vibrate going down the road and then get exposed to severe 

temperature variations the seals between the glass panels tend to 
leak and the windows get "cloudy".  Tom and Jay's coach "Barney" 

has reached the point that something had to be done, and here is a 

summary of their findings.  New windows are expensive and some 
sizes are only available from the window factory in Indiana.

 "We stopped at Northwest RV Supply in south Eugene.  

They have recycled windows which may be manufacturers' surplus 
or used.  The windows are kept outside, have scratches on the 

metal frames and you must search for your size.  If you are very 

handy etc. you would get a good deal. You have to go and measure 

yourself, find yourself  etc.  They don't keep an inventory list,  
picking out the correct window size, if they have it, is totally your 

responsibility.  Tom remembers their cost as about  $9.00 / sq.

 The Second  company was also in Eugene, Coach Glass or 

A-1 Glass ( glass supplier used by Monaco and Country Coach in 
the past) who can remove the moisture and re-seal if the window is 

not too far gone. One of ours  was too bad so it would have to be 

replaced. This procedure was a little cheaper but only a one year 
warranty on the work. Also if you had a seal that was broken on 

one side of a double side window only that window would be 

repaired. You  have to set up the appointment, drive to Eugene and 
then stay a day or so depending on how many window to fix.  Our 

quote was $1200.00 (no tax in OR. ) for repair of  three windows 

and replacement of one.  http://www.coachglass.com/. 

 The Third company was Peninsula Glass Company in 
Vancouver, WA. Tom was very impressed with these people and 

the work that they do. They will do a complete replacement of the 

glass. The cost is $300.00 per window and if you want the second 
window replaced within that frame it would be an extra $50.00 or 

$350.00 for a fixed window with a slider.  The guarantee is two 

years and the cost for our work is $1500.00 plus tax bottom line.  It 
is $300.00+ more than in Eugene but both windows within that 

frame are replaced, better guarantee and their work looked good. 

You need to go to their facility for window measurement then 

return in about two weeks for installation. We had our windows 
measured so next time thru we can have them installed.  Peninsula
